Should I close an AC vent in an un-
used room? 
You’re not using a room or two and 
figure that closing the AC vents will 
save you money. NOT the case!! 
All HVAC ducts leak (the best instal-
lations leak about 6%) Some of the 
older metal ducts can leak 25% due 
to unsealed seams. 
When you close the vent to a room, 
you are pressurizing the ductwork to 
that vent and increasing air leakage.  
You’re also making the air handler 

work harder to accomplish the pressurization.  Closing those 
vents will actually cost you money.  And that’s the truth!!!

Oh, those Nasty Critters . . .If you are stung by any scor-
pion, here are some immediate actions you should take: 
Wash the area of the sting with soap and water.  Apply a 
cool compress on the area of the sting.  Ice (wrapped in a 
washcloth or other suitable covering) may be applied to the 
sting location for 10 minutes then removed for 10 minutes 
and repeat as necessary.  If stung on an arm or leg, elevate 
limb to heart level.

If you develop symptoms such as numbness or tingling of 
extremities or face, blurry vision, or muscle twitching, roving 
eye movements, go to the nearest emergency room. Young 
children and older people who have been stung should go 
immediately to the Emergency Room.
