We could have had a 
few more orders each but decided to try the dishes we had 
not tried on previous visits so we had Fried Calamari, 
Chicken Skewers, Angus Beef Sliders and their famous 
Pizza.  Most appetizers are $6 and the portions are gener-
ous.  They have lots of wines by the glass for $5 an $3 beer 
and Michael really enjoyed his Martini. 
On Saturdays they have a barbeque and half price bottles 
of wine beginning at 11:00am. 
If you’d rather have breakfast or lunch, run down to the 
Sandwich Club at 4020 N. Scottsdale Road in Old Town.  
Just look for all of the gorgeous orange umbrellas on the 
outside patio.  What a great people watching place!!! 
George Venezia and Terrie Overstreet own and run it.  Dur-
ing my years in the Valley, I’ve gone to all of George’s res-
taurants and this down-scaled version is simply delightful!!! 
One of George’s specialties are his crepes.  So if you’re in 
the breakfast mood, he has all the fillings you will need.  If 
you want lunch, the salads, wraps and sandwiches are 
awesome. 
Roast beef with blue cheese aioli, grilled brie with ham and 
tomato, chicken ptarmigan, tuna salad, fabulous BLT and 
Turkey BLT’s and many more choices—and each one is 
delicious.
